Site Safety for Shopfitters and Interior Contractors

9. Introduction

This course is for first line managers, supervisors, foremen and those who have, or are
about to acquire, supervisory responsibilities within the shopfitting and interior
contracting industry.

The course covers all relevant legislation and other issues that affect safe working in the
shopfitting and interior contracting industry. It highlights the need for risk assessment in
the workplace, the implementation of the necessary control measures and
communication of health and safety, welfare and environmental issues.

The course will also help site managers, supervisors, and foremen to develop a better
understanding of the legal, moral and social responsibilities of their role and to supervise
health and safety on site in accordance with current legal provisions.

2. The aims and objectives of the three-day course are:

To assist managers and potential managers to:

 develop knowledge, awareness and an understanding of their legal, moral and
social responsibilities in respect of health, safety and welfare in the shopfitting and
interior contracting industry

e manage health and safety on site in accordance with current legal provisions and
within the context of their management or supervisory role

e develop an understanding of their responsibilities and accountability for site health,
safety and welfare

s recognise that a safe site is efficient, economical and productive.

At the end of the course, Delegates will:
e understand the problems of the shopfitting and interior contracting industry
¢ have an understanding of how health and safety law is structured
» identify the need for a safety management structure in controlling site safety
e carry out risk assessments and understand the need for method statements
e carry out site inductions, toolbox talks and method statement briefings

e« understand what is meant by proactive and reactive monitoring and appreciate the
need for monitoring on site.
